1.	Apologies for absence
All Councillors were present.

2.	Declaration of pecuniary and other interests
None were declared.

3.	Minutes of previous meeting dated 23rd February 2017
These were agreed and signed as a true record.

4.	Democratic Half Hour
The subject of dog fouling was mentioned. The Parish Council were all in total agreement that this was completely unacceptable. It was decided to place an article in the Parish magazine. The Chairman mentioned that a low key chat with the owners may be all that is required. The subject was requested to be placed on the agenda for the next meeting.
Cllr Hyams mentioned that at the recent Village Hall meeting they had requested an increase in the Parish Council donation. It was agreed to discuss this matter further at the next meeting.
 
5.	Chairman’s update 
The Chairman wanted to express sincere gratitude and thanks to Cllr Brian Hyams for all the work on the defibrillator. He noted that 39 adults, 2 dogs and 1 child attended the training in the village hall.
