1.	Apologies for absence

2.	Declaration of pecuniary and other interests
Cllr Booth declared an interest in agenda item 8.

At this point, Cllr Booth suggested that agenda item 8 be moved up the order as the majority of the public wished to hear about the planning application at Manor Farm.

As he had declared an interest, Cllr Crabb assumed the role of Chairman.

Mr Booth now spoke as the applicant to the Manor Farm project. He briefed the Council on the family history, diversification of the business, the project itself from the change of use of the agricultural barns to the new build of the café and continued by mentioning the amount of artists predicted to use the facility and those living residential. He continued by saying that he believed it would be an enhancement to the village bring potential employment and trade to the area. 
He took questions from members of the public which centred on the number and visitors and car parking issues, noise pollution and overlooking of near neighbours.
On the conclusion of this brief, Mr Booth left the room.

Cllr Crabb thanked the members of the public for attending. Concerns were expressed as to why the planning application was not more widely publicised. It was stated that the planning application was only received a few days before the meeting.
